Ps 50:19
19 Thou givest thy mouth to evil, and thy tongue frameth deceit.
Thou givest-a primitive root; to send away, for, or out (in a great variety of applications):

X any wise, appoint, bring (on the way), cast (away, out), conduct, X earnestly, forsake, give (up), grow long, lay,
leave, let depart (down, go, loose), push away, put (away, forth, in, out), reach forth, send (away, forth, out),
set, shoot (forth, out), sow, spread, stretch forth (out).

Givest thy mouth to evil

Ps 52:1-5

1 Why boastest thou thyself in mischief, O mighty man? the goodness of God endureth continually.

2 Thy tongue deviseth mischiefs; like a sharp rasor, working deceitfully.

3 Thou lovest evil more than good; and lying rather than to speak righteousness. Selah.

4 Thou lovest all devouring words, O thou deceitful tongue.

5 God shall likewise destroy thee for ever, he shall take thee away, and pluck thee out of thy dwelling

place, and root thee out of the land of the living. Selah.

Jer 9:5-9

5 And they will deceive every one his neighbour, and will not speak the truth: they have taught their
tongue to speak lies, and weary themselves to commit iniquity.

6 Thine habitation is in the midst of deceit; through deceit they refuse to know me, saith the LORD.



7 Therefore thus saith the LORD of hosts, Behold, | will melt them, and try them; for how shall | do for the
daughter of my people?

8 Their tongue is as an arrow shot out; it speaketh deceit: one speaketh peaceably to his neighbour with
his mouth, but in heart he layeth his wait.

9 Shall | not visit them for these things? saith the LORD: shall not my soul be avenged on such a nation as
this?

Tongue frameth deceit

Ps 5:9-10

9 For there is no faithfulness in their mouth; their inward part is very wickedness; their throat is an open
sepulchre; they flatter with their tongue.

10 Destroy thou them, O God; let them fall by their own counsels; cast them out in the multitude of their
transgressions; for they have rebelled against thee.

Ps 10:4-7
4 The wicked, through the pride of his countenance, will not seek after God: God is not in all his thoughts.
5 His ways are always grievous; thy judgments are far above out of his sight: as for all his enemies, he

puffeth at them.

6 He hath said in his heart, | shall not be moved: for | shall never be in adversity.

7 His mouth is full of cursing and deceit and fraud: under his tongue is mischief and vanity.

Ps 12:2-4

2 They speak vanity every one with his neighbour: with flattering lips and with a double heart do they
speak.

3 The LORD shall cut off all flattering lips, and the tongue that speaketh proud things:

4 Who have said, With our tongue will we prevail; our lips are our own: who is lord over us?

Ps 36:1-4

1 The transgression of the wicked saith within my heart, that there is no fear of God before his eyes.
2 For he flattereth himself in his own eyes, until his iniquity be found to be hateful.

3 The words of his mouth are iniquity and deceit: he hath left off to be wise, and to do good.

4 He deviseth mischief upon his bed; he setteth himself in a way that is not good; he abhorreth not evil.



Ps 55:12-23

12 For it was not an enemy that reproached me; then | could have borne it: neither was it he that hated me
that did magnify himself against me; then | would have hid myself from him:

13 But it was thou, a man mine equal, my guide, and mine acquaintance.
14 We took sweet counsel together, and walked unto the house of God in company.
15 Let death seize upon them, and let them go down quick into hell: for wickedness is in their dwellings,

and among them.

16 As for me, | will call upon God; and the LORD shall save me.

17 Evening, and morning, and at noon, will | pray, and cry aloud: and he shall hear my voice.

18 He hath delivered my soul in peace from the battle that was against me: for there were many with me.
19 God shall hear, and afflict them, even he that abideth of old. Selah. Because they have no changes,

therefore they fear not God.
20 He hath put forth his hands against such as be at peace with him: he hath broken his covenant.

21 The words of his mouth were smoother than butter, but war was in his heart: his words were softer than
oil, yet were they drawn swords.

22 Cast thy burden upon the LORD, and he shall sustain thee: he shall never suffer the righteous to be
moved.
23 But thou, O God, shalt bring them down into the pit of destruction: bloody and deceitful men shall not

live out half their days; but | will trust in thee.

Isa 59:1-4
1 Behold, the LORD's hand is not shortened, that it cannot save; neither his ear heavy, that it cannot hear:
2 But your iniquities have separated between you and your God, and your sins have hid his face from you,

that he will not hear.

3 For your hands are defiled with blood, and your fingers with iniquity; your lips have spoken lies, your
tongue hath muttered perverseness.

4 None calleth for justice, nor any pleadeth for truth: they trust in vanity, and speak lies; they conceive
mischief, and bring forth iniquity.

Rom 3:10-14
10 As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one:

11 There is none that understandeth, there is none that seeketh after God.



12 They are all gone out of the way, they are together become unprofitable; there is none that doeth good,
no, not one.

13 Their throat is an open sepulchre; with their tongues they have used deceit; the poison of asps is under

their lips:

14 Whose mouth is full of cursing and bitterness:

James 3:3-12

3 Behold, we put bits in the horses' mouths, that they may obey us; and we turn about their whole body.

4 Behold also the ships, which though they be so great, and are driven of fierce winds, yet are they turned

about with a very small helm, whithersoever the governor listeth.

5 Even so the tongue is a little member, and boasteth great things. Behold, how great a matter a little fire
kindleth!
6 And the tongue is a fire, a world of iniquity: so is the tongue among our members, that it defileth the

whole body, and setteth on fire the course of nature; and it is set on fire of hell.

7 For every kind of beasts, and of birds, and of serpents, and of things in the sea, is tamed, and hath been
tamed of mankind:

8 But the tongue can no man tame; it is an unruly evil, full of deadly poison.

9 Therewith bless we God, even the Father; and therewith curse we men, which are made after the
similitude of God.

10 Out of the same mouth proceedeth blessing and cursing. My brethren, these things ought not so to be.
11 Doth a fountain send forth at the same place sweet water and bitter?
12 Can the fig tree, my brethren, bear olive berries? either a vine, figs? so can no fountain both yield salt

water and fresh.

Ps 101:7

7 He that worketh deceit shall not dwell within my house: he that telleth lies shall not tarry in my sight.
Rev 21:8

8 But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and whoremongers, and

sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone:
which is the second death.
